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Ever wonder how your trash is

disposed after it goes down the

chute? Imagine if no one clears it,

and the rubbish is left to pile sky

high and the stench and trash that

greets you when you open the

rubbish chute! That is one scenario

we hope will never happen in our

town.

The centralised refuse chute in the

newer blocks provides an improved

and more efficient means of waste

collection as compared to the

individual chute refuse clearance

which is very much laborious and

less efficient.

The Refuse Handling Equipment

(RHE) will help clear the rubbish in the centralised refuse

chute in a jiffy on a daily basis. A truck will come by, park into

the collection unit and the RHE will pour its contents into the

truck for disposal.

To ensure its efficiency, the cyclical replacement of the RHE

is carried out every 15 years.

The first batch of RHE replacement have been awarded to

service 13 blocks in Toa Payoh (Blks 43-46 & 48-50 Lor 5 Toa

Payoh & Blks 97, 99A-C, 101A&B Lor 3/2/1) with a contract

sum of $245,700.

Subsequent batches will be followed up when the existing

RHEs are due for replacement.

Thus, it is vital that you play your part by paying your Service

and Conservancy fees promptly so that you can wake up to

a clean and sweet smelling environment.

It's been 17 years since MR DAVINDER
SINGH first became an MP in Toa Payoh
and his desire to serve the people has never
waned. On the contrary, he still talks with
great passion on how he is constantly looking
for ways to improve the estate and living
conditions for the residents living in his ward.
SUNNY WEE reports.

6 INTERVIEW WITH MP DAVINDER SINGH

1. Toa Payoh Central is always
changing and brimming with people
and activities. How do you and your
grassroots keep up with the pace?
Since I became MP in August 1988, Toa
Payoh has been transformed. It is almost
unrecognizable. It was an ageing estate
and the facilities were in need of repair
and renewal. Thanks to the Government,
my fellow MPs and my grassroots'
leaders, Toa Payoh is today a completely
different place. It has spanking new
blocks of flats and facilities. It has a
vibrant shopping scene. Many young
people have moved in to be near their
parents and to enjoy all that this very
new town has to offer. But this means
that the grassroots' leaders and I have
had to keep pace with the changes in
the expectations of the residents. The
young and the old have common
concerns but also have different
anxieties. We keep up with them so that
we can connect. This means having
young blood in the grassroots'
organizations so that our mixture of young
and experienced community leaders can
understand the needs of the residents
and address them. The fact that the older
residents don't speak English is no
obstacle. My grassroots' leaders help
me communicate with the senior citizens.
They act as a very effective language
bridge. Over time, the residents come to
trust you even if you are from a different
background, race and culture. That is
evident from the warmth which they
display when I meet them. I cannot
describe the satisfaction that comes with

that feeling. There is tremendous
camaraderie and spirit in Toa Payoh.

2. How would you describe your
relationship with your grassroots?
I am privileged to have a group of very
dedicated and loyal grassroots' leaders.
They are very ably led by my Branch
Secretary, Chia Ah Sah, whose
personality and energy have been
instrumental in drawing in other like
minded people from all age groups to
serve the residents. They are able to
work independently. When I travel and
therefore cannot be at my Meet the
People Sessions, I am comforted by the
fact that this remarkable group of selfless
people is conscientiously looking after
the interests of the residents and making
sure everything is taken care of.  We try
to spend time together socially.  When
we work,  we work hard. But we play
hard too. We always have a great time
going out or having meals where the
atmosphere is light and the banter
cheerful and good natured.

3. How has Toa Payoh changed over
the years?
It is a different Toa Payoh from the one
I knew in 1988. Toa Payoh has received
the most benefits from the government
in terms of physical upgrading, new
facilities and new programmes. It is a
mini Singapore. It has everything you
need. In fact, you can live a very
contented life and have all your needs
taken care of without stepping out of
Toa Payoh homes (both HDB and

condominiums), jobs, shopping,
recreation, schools, restaurants, places
of worship, etc. It is not surprising
therefore that it is now a very popular
residential estate. Demand for flats is
always higher than the supply. So
residents are very fortunate. Many envy
them. The residents have themselves
contributed to the change. They have
brought their energy and dynamism into
the area, and that is evident when you
walk around.

4. What then is the challenge you face
today?
The biggest challenge today is to keep
pace with the demands of a younger
population without forgetting the very
important needs of our senior citizens.
The younger residents are educated,
successful and articulate. They want to
engage you on matters of policy and that
is something we encourage. We learn a
great deal from these discussions. The
older generation has different needs. We
must look after them. They have done
so much for Singapore and for their
families.

5. How do you get the younger
generation to come forward and serve
the community?
Our duty is to explain to the young that
they have a very important role to play
and can contribute a great deal. They
have a vested interest in making living
conditions better for themselves and their
families. But they also have a lot to
contribute in terms of ideas, both on local



We organize our activities to cater to
three groups. One focuses on the
senior citizens, another on the young
residents, and the third on people from
all age groups. Different people
respond differently to events. So you
must know your target audience. You
have to cater for their likes. That is not
all. You have to constantly think up of
new types of activities to keep things
interesting. That is a challenge which
will not go away but the community
leaders are up to the mark. We need
more ideas from the residents about
what else we can do to bring people
together. I am sure they have ideas
which we have not thought about. We
welcome feedback.

8. What are some of the programmes
that you are planning for the
residents?
There is still one area which is in need
of upgrading. That is the Town Centre.
The four- storey blocks there are very
old. They are in need of upgrading. Some
residents have lived there since the
1970s. They need lifts. I have done
house-to-house visits and know first hand
how difficult it is to walk up and down.
However, the lifts will only serve two
floors as the first and second storeys are
shops and their offices/storerooms. We
are working on finding an economical
solution which will not burden the
residents. It may take time but the issue
is uppermost in our minds.

We have some rental blocks. We have
to help the residents buy them or at least

work on helping their children educate
themselves and later have the means to
buy their own flats. If we cannot help
some in the present generation, then we
should do our best to help their children.

9. How has recent outbreak of dengue
fever drawn your residents to respond
to the call to take on more social
responsibility?
For a long time we have relied on the
Government to keep us safe and healthy.
Therefore, people always left it to the
government to eradicate mosquito
breeding grounds. The feeling is that the
Ministry of Health and the Ministry of the
Environment and Water Resources will
drive the programme.

The outbreak of dengue has therefore
given us an opportunity to show that we
are prepared to take responsibility for
our own lives, our health and our safety.
This is one area where Singaporeans
should say: Look this is my block, my
home, my lift; this is my health; this is
my family, these are my neighbours. We
can do it on our own. The Government
can help but we have primary
responsibility.

Singaporeans have been asking for more
space. They want more responsibility.
Now is the time for us to show that we
can solve our problems.
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as well as national issues. Quite a few
are responding and we are better for it.
Others are busy with their work and
families, and we understand. They can
contribute in other ways which require
less of their time. There is a place and
role for everyone.

6. What satisfaction did you get
serving the people?
The greatest satisfaction is in being able
to help those who cannot help
themselves. Many underestimate the
importance of the Meet the People
Sessions. But that is where many who
cannot, for one reason or another, help
themselves turn to you. They place their
faith in you. They believe that you will be
able to do something to improve their
lives. It is a great responsibility. Whenever
our work results in the residents receiving
what they want from the Government,
whether it is a flat or a school or a permit
for a spouse to stay in Singapore or
assistance to find a job, that is very
satisfying. And nothing can beat the
feeling of being approached by a resident
who thanks you for helping him or her.
It is real affection and I am always
overwhelmed.

We have also made a difference to their
l ives by improving their  l iv ing
environment. These are tangible and
enduring. That is very satisfying. The fact
that many more want to live in Toa Payoh
tells me that we are on the right track.

7. What are the activities that are being
organized to draw the people together?

Luncheon for Public Assistance Recipients
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sports stadium and swimming pool,
beautiful community club, park, and next
year, a community library.  The residents
look more settled in the community.
There is a strong community spirit.

The whole Bishan East estate has
changed since 1991 when I first became
its MP 15 years ago.

3. How important are grassroots
activities and what's their relevance
to the residents?
Because of the active involvement and
enthusiasm of our grassroots leaders,
a lot of activities are being organized to
bring the residents together.  The
residents and their families enjoy these
functions which offer opportunities for
them to interact with one another.

They are using the opportunities created
in community functions to get to know
their neighbours.  The exercise tracks
and barbecue pits also provide avenues
for them to meet.

As residents stay longer in the estate,
they will know their neighbours better.
We want residents to live harmoniously
with one another, help one another and
if there are any problems in the
neighbourhood, they can get together
and act as a community. One example
was during SARS outbreak where the
community spirit was very strong.
Residents helped one another.  Now we
have mosquito breeding problem and
people are also getting together to deal
with this problem. The spirit of

neighbourliness and friendliness has
improved over the years.

With better relations, even when the
corridor is dirty, or we get a noisy
neighbour next door, these problems
can be resolved more easily.  Otherwise
residents have to rely on the RC or HDB
or the Police to intervene.  But that is
not the answer.  The Police or grassroots
leaders can't be there all the time to
attend to the complaints.  So it is best
that residents get to know their neighbour
and settle the issues mutually among
themselves.

4. Can you share with us what is it
like to manage the ground as an MP?
It is satisfying to be able to serve.
Residents can see the results of the joint
efforts between the MPs, community
leaders and themselves.

There is tremendous teamwork among
the grassroots leaders.  When a GRC-
level function is organized, all the CCC
chairmen would get together to plan and
implement it.  At our GRC open-air
concert in July this year, we drew a
record 15,000 crowd with entertainers
from Singapore, Taiwan and Hong Kong.
 Our dedicated grassroots leaders
worked very hard for many months to
make it happen.  The audience enjoyed
that evening thoroughly.  Our recent
Bishan East Mid Autumn Festival also
attracted some 3000 residents.

Grassroots leaders derive satisfaction
when residents support them by
attending the events organized.

Residents can see for themselves the
improvements in their living environment.
 I am happy to do my part too.

5. What do you think is the motivation
for these people to volunteer their
services?
Our grassroots leaders want to do
something good for their fellow citizens.
It is also an opportunity to help their own
community and it gives them satisfaction.

 It is a sense of active citizenry that they
have.  Many just do it quietly without
recognition and with no fanfare.  They
just turn up function after function, and
week after week.

6. People often ask what has the
government done for the people, but
not what have they done for their
country. What will you like to see more
from your grassroots leaders and your
residents?
I would like to see more residents getting
together to deal with common problems
in their estate.  If a group of residents
bring up a problem concerning their
neighbourhood, I would ask them what
they can do to resolve the problem.  For
instance many years ago, the Braddell
Road expansion project involved cutting
off some trees.  Some residents were
unhappy and felt that the matured trees
should be saved and the road re-aligned.
 They came to see me and I told them
to do a study and put up a case.  They
came back with a proposal.  I then took
it up with the LTA and NParks Board.
Eventually, some trees were not cut.
One also later volunteered as a RC
member.  That is the kind of resident I
want to encourage.

7. What are the development plans in
store for the residents?
We are building a new community library
in Bishan and it will be ready by next
year.  The Circle Line MRT is coming
our way and when completed, it will be
a boon for residents.

Bishan to Toa Payoh residents enjoy a
great deal of convenience in traveling.
If they have cars they can get to the
expressways within minutes.  If they
don't drive, they can take the MRT which
is accessible.  There are ample shopping
facilities at Junction 8 in Bishan,
Thomson Plaza in Thomson and the
HDB Hub in Toa Payoh.  No problem
getting to hospitals and schools as they
are all close by.

In the last 15 years we have built

swimming and sports complexes.  Some
facilities will get old and we may need
to carry out renovation and upgrading.
In one of my house visits, a resident told
me that Bishan is the "Tanglin" of HDB
towns.

8. How can the residents in Bishan-
Toa Payoh GRC contribute to the
betterment of their estate?
The residents should take ownership of
the place. Ownership is not confined just
to their own homes but all the spaces
within their immediate community.
Whether it is about cleanliness, safety,
or about fostering neighbourly relations
or getting rid of mosquito breeding, they
have to take ownership.  It has to be a
partnership among neighbours.  There
are many things they can do to help
themselves.  For example, it is everyone's
duty to keep the environment clean and
dry.  If residents don't throw rubbish and
litter the place or leave containers in the
open, the neighbourhood will be much
cleaner and there will be no place for
mosquitoes to breed.  Residents can
also contribute to community safety by
taking part in Neighbourhood Watch
Group to look out for strangers.

9. What about racial bonding in the
GRC?
We make a conscious effort to get the
other races to participate in all grassroots
activities. We have to find the activities
that interest the different races. We cater
to the different needs of residents and
bring opportunities for family members,
young and old, to come
together. Multi-racial
harmony is very
important if  we
want to have
peace and
progress.

INTERVIEW WITH MP WONG KAN SENG

1. Since entering politics in 1984, you
have been serving within the various
configurations of Toa Payoh consti-
tuency. Can you share with us how
has Toa Payoh evolved during this
time?
When I started as MP for Kuo Chuan in
Toa Payoh in 1984, the constituency had
only 1 to 3 rooms flats, except for the
Braddell Hill estate. The type of flats built
in Toa Payoh in the late 1960s early
1970s were just 3-roomers and below.
That was the standard for most HDB
flats in Singapore.  The problems people
faced were certainly different.

Toa Payoh has changed.  Old flats were
upgraded under the Main Upgrading
Programme (MUP) and new flats built
as a result of the Selective Enbloc
Redevelopment Scheme (SERS). For
example, now you find the HDB Hub
which brings a lot more businesses and
people to the Toa Payoh Central.  The
inter-change for buses and MRT was
upgraded.  Over the last 10 years, the
Town Council has also built covered
linkways and done better landscaping.
Now there is newer housing, including

40-s to rey  h igh
apartment blocks
and a few more 40-
story buildings are
coming up just
across the Town
Centre.  Toa Payoh
h a s  b e e n
rejuvenated and
transformed.

At Bishan and Thomson there were also
many improvement projects.  In the last
10 years you have seen the whole place
changed.  As far as the physical
environment is concerned the two places,
Bishan and Toa Payoh, have improved
tremendously and residents enjoy a
better and cleaner environment.

2. What are the improvements for
residents in Bishan East?
Our residents enjoy covered linkways
linking practically every block in the whole
estate.  For their leisure there are
barbecue pits and more furniture for the
residents' corners so that they can get
together and relax.  Within certain blocks
in Bishan East you also find a small plot
of land which has been converted into a
community park.  There are beautifully
landscaped exercise areas and jogging
tracks for the residents.  There are some
matured trees which we did not cut away.

The physical environment has improved
tremendously. Bishan East has practically
every amenity that residents need -
shopping mall, MRT station and bus
terminal, good schools, wet market,

If there's an MP who knows Bishan-Toa Payoh
GRC better than most inevitably it points to

Deputy Prime Minister WONG KAN
SENG. As early as 1984, Mr Wong began

serving those who live in the then Kuo Chuan
constituency, which is now a part of the new
Bishan-Toa Payoh GRC. SUNNY WEE reports.
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Foot orthoses come in many shapes and sizes and complex
types are usually prescribed for specific reasons by properly
trained healthcare professionals such as the podiatrist. Wearing
certain orthoses for the wrong reason may lead to foot problems
rather than aid walking.

There are 4 main types of foot orthoses:

1) Cushioning orthoses are simple insoles made from a soft
material to provide cushioning or shock absorption. A
common example of a simple foot orthoses is the foam
insole within the average shoe.

2) Pre-made foot orthoses are devices that have been pre
moulded in the factory to fit the average foot arch. Their
shape cannot be adjusted easily but extra padding and
covers may be added to provide enhanced cushioning,
pressure relief or limited joint support. They may not be
comfortable to wear if their shape does not match an
individual's foot structure.

3) Moulded non-cast foot orthoses are devices that are heated
and then moulded directly to an individual's foot to create
a semi-contour of that person's foot shape. They can be
made from pieces of thermoplastic or a pre-made foot
orthosis. Whilst they made be 'moulded' to a person's foot
shape, they cannot copy the exact details of the foot.

4) Moulded cast foot orthoses are devices made from the
replica of a person's foot to ensure exact fit, comfort. Each
pair is unique to an individual's foot shape and has usually
been modified to provide specific foot joint control or specific
pressure alleviation. They can be made of rigid plastic or
soft foam material.

What are common conditions that may require foot
orthoses?
A person with flat feet may not have any complaint with their
feet until they do a lot of sport activity such as running. Their
foot structure may not tolerate the increased stress to the bone
joints and ligaments causing foot discomfort. In this case, foot
orthoses designed to control poor joint alignment may be
beneficial in allowing that person to continue their activity with
less discomfort.

Arthritic patients may develop foot joint collapse or lose
cushioning properties in their foot causing pain and discomfort
when walking. These individual may benefit from soft cushioning
orthoses that provide pressure relief for their sensitive joints.
Their foot orthoses are usually customized to fit their exact
foot shape.

Diabetic patients who are at risk of foot pressure ulcers will
benefit from any orthoses that provide enhanced cushioning
or pressure redistribution. These individuals may have lost
feeling in their feet, or have developed joint changes that allow
increased pressure to specific areas on the foot which may
lead to ulceration.  The aim of the orthoses is to redirect excess
pressure away from these 'at risk' areas.

Each type of orthoses has their own uses and their function
varies greatly. A reputable podiatrist will always carefully assess
a patient's feet thoroughly to identify underlying problems
before deciding to prescribe foot orthoses according to the
needs and requirements of the patient.

Foot orthoses refer to devices made to aid or improve functions of the foot. They can
help by providing support for foot joints, correct poor foot posture, help redistribute
excessive pressure or aid with cushioning and shock absorption when walking.

The Singapore Footcare Centre provides foot care and podiatry services for people with
diabetes as well as appropriate custom-made foot orthotic devices and foot care products.
